BAPTISM -  
The Sacrament of Belonging

Baptism is the most important event in a person’s life, after being 
born. Baptism is a big deal, at whatever age it takes place. It is 
spiritual birth into the Christian family and into the way of Jesus, 
and heralds a continual unfolding of the journey of faith. There is 
a time of preparation for individuals and families for this central 
event in our life journey. Baptismal dates thus far include:

Our Centennial Building Committee last June proposed some 
short-term projects to renew our building and facilities, as a kind 
of “foretaste” to a larger renovation in the coming years. We 
celebrated the completion of most of these projects on Sunday, 
December 31 with an open house and informal tours. The Vestry 
authorized up to $25,000 from reserve funds (undesignated and 
not restricted funds) for this work. Thanks to Mary Tongue for 
taking the lead on this work which began in late August. 

The committee was created in 2001 to develop a long-term view 
of our needs. The work accomplished to date is the appetizer.  
We have lots of exciting things ahead of us, and welcome your 
participation.

Narthex – The narthex is the entryway at our well-known 
red doors, a place of Welcome.

•	 What was accomplished?	 The area was painted, and the 
space simplified, with less STUFF.

St. Michael’s House – The House is next door, at 1743 
NE 43rd Avenue.  It is the center for Youth Ministry (upstairs 
and downstairs) and location of our Youth Ministry Office, led by 
Ann Hargraves.

This is also the location of the Office for Ministry Development, 
staffed by Caroline Litzenberger.

St. Michael’s House is also the site for some education classes, 
meetings, Centering Prayer and Cornerstone.

•	 What was accomplished?	 The walls were repainted, floors 
cleaned, new comfortable and useful furnishings and 
décor installed.  The kitchen got new appliances – a dish-
washer and a refrigerator.

•	 The front office received a total overhaul of new paint, 
trim and carpeting. (While actually outside the scope of 
the project, we celebrate it now.)

Parish Offices – The main office at the top of the stairs 
is the central place of coordination of our ministries. The front 
office is staffed by two persons.

•	 What was accomplished?	 Two new work consoles create 
two work areas. Built-in storage cabinets were installed. 
The office was repainted and a welcoming space for visi-
tors was set up under the St. Michael shield.

•	 (Apart from the scope of this project was the installa-
tion of a new telephone system, the gift of friends of St. 
Michael’s – for which we are very grateful.)

Nativity Hall – This is the large gathering area on the 
north side that was formerly the Nativity Chapel. Not much has 
changed here since 1952.

•	 What was accomplished?	 The room was repainted. 
New hanging light fixtures (dimmable) were installed, 
increasing the illumination considerably. The west end 
of the room was re-worked to create a library and small 
gathering space. There are built-in cabinets for storage 
and books here, and above the coat rack. A large storage 
room for tables and chairs was built in the northwest 
corner of the room. In general, things were cleaned up.

What’s left short term?

Creating more useful space for the choir in the church, with ad-
ditional risers – this is yet to come.

Also, we are ready for another BIG clean up for special days com-
ing up this spring and summer.

The film we have selected for February is North Country, the 
2005 film by the director of Whale Rider, Nicki Caro. Set in 
1989 Minnesota, Josey Aimes (Charlize Theron) plays a single 
mom who has fled her physically abusive husband and moved 
into the small home of her parents. Josey lands a job at the iron 
ore mining company where her father works. The ratio of men to 
women at the mine is thirty to one, and most of the men resent 
the women taking “men’s” jobs during hard times. 

The story is based on a 
real class-action case, and 
depicts unflinchingly the 
price an individual pays 
when she challenges an 
institution’s misogyny and 
chauvinism.

An enthusiastic group of St. Michael parishio-
ners came together with the encouragement of 
Deacon Marla McGarry-Lawrence in August 
of 2006 to form an Outreach and Social 
Justice Oversight Committee. The committee 
works to support and help direct the outreach 
efforts of the St. Michael & All Angels com-
munity in order that all members can engage 
in ministry that continues to embody Jesus’ 
ministry in the world.

The Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) 
have been identified as the number one mis-
sion priority for The Episcopal Church, and 
the Outreach and Social Justice Committee 
will work to inform and encourage St. Mi-
chael’s parishioners to participate in achieving 
these eight, interrelated goals that strive to 

relieve the root causes of the most severe hu-
man suffering around the world. Here at St. 
Michael’s we have already pledged to commit 
0.7% of our annual parish budget toward 
achieving the Millennium Development 
Goals. It is our hope that all our members 
will grow in their awareness of the ways in 
which we can participate in achieving the 
Millennium Development Goals in order to 
“eradicate poverty and hunger,” (MDG Goal 
#1) and to be bread for a hungry world. 

Watch for Messenger articles, Sunday FO-
RUMS, and an MDG Bulletin Board that 
will highlight the eight goals and provide 
ideas about how to connect to this global 
effort, so that in the words of the prophet 
Isaiah, we might all proclaim:

The Good News: Bring it On!

“The spirit of the 
Lord God is upon 

me, because the Lord 
has anointed me; he 
has sent me to bring 

good news to the 
oppressed, to bind up 
the brokenhearted, 
to proclaim liberty 

to the captives, 
and release to the
